o Lawrence was born in Oakland, CA but grew up in Berkeley,
CA. He was a Baptist lad but attended a Catholic school. In

t the 8th grade he was permitted to serve as an altar boy and later
the head altar boy. He was convinced that he wanted to be a
Catholic priest. However, in later years after he met his wife in
San Antonio, he changed his mind.

g Lawrence entered the U.S. Air Force in 1985 and was stationed
I for four years at RAF Mildenhall in the U.K. where he was a
security police officer. He then served at Lackland AFB in San g
Antonio as a student training advisor and ultimately at BAFB &
g as a substance abuse counselor. He left the service in 1995
when he was called to establish Praise Temple where he now
serves as Senior Pastor and CEO.

While pursuing his religious studies he spent some time in
Rome studying and was there when Pope John Paul 11 was
elected. When he returned home, his wife Wanda asked him if he’d learned anything while in Italy.
Lawrence told her that he learned he was now bi-lingual. He then threw
out some random words that sounded foreign and then ended with the
only two Italian words he knew “Prego!” (you’re welcome) and
“Grazie” (thank you).
