Security Advisor with the Cybersecurity & Infrastruc-

ture Security Agency (CISA).  CISA is a U.S. federal 

agency, an operational component under Department 

of Homeland Security oversight.  This agency was es-

tablished in November 2018 when the Cybersecurity 

and Infrastructure Security Agency Act  was enacted. 

He is responsible for assisting federal, state, parish, 

city and private sector stakeholders enhance the pro-

tection of critical infrastructure operations. 

 

Josh joined the U.S. Marine Corps in 2007 and served 

for 6 years as a member of the Fleet Antiterrorism Security Team, a mobile emer-

gency reaction team responsible for providing security services to distressed Dip-

lomatic locations.  After separating from the Marines, Josh worked at the U.S. Em-

bassy in Kabul Afghanistan serving as a senior security specialist with the Depart-

ment of State’s high-threat security program. 

 

He returned stateside to manage physical security and domestic threat programs 

for the U.S. Department of Defense.  During this time he received his B.A. in man-

agement from the American Public University System and is currently working on 

his Masters degree in public administration.
