Raney Audubon Sanctuary.

Johnson is active in Louisiana’s birding community and serves as Louisiana’s
Christmas Bird Count regional editor, vice-president of Baton Rouge Audubon So-
ciety, a member of Louisiana’s Bird Records Committee, co-director of the Louisi-
ana Bird Observatory, and most recently joined the Inland Bird Banding Associa-
tion’s board of advisors. He has published several articles that have published in
scientific journals including The Auk and Ecology.
