Kevin S. Murnane, PhD is Associate Professor of
Pharmacology, Toxicology and Neuroscience, Asso-
ciate Professor of Psychiatry and Director of Basic
Science Research for Louisiana Addiction Research

Center.

His research group is focused on the etiology and
treatment of disorders of the central nervous system.
Areas of special emphasis include substance use dis-
orders, comorbid mood changes and neurocognitive
impairments, as well as neurodegenerative decline
following exposure to abused substances.

He received his B.S. in biology and psychology from the University of Georgia
and his PhD in neuroscience from Emory University. He subsequently completed
a Postdoctoral Fellowship at the Yerkes National Primate Research Center, where
he received his first grant as Principal Investigator (from the National Institute on
Drug Abuse), and was promoted to Research Associate.

In 2014 Dr. Murnane founded an independent research program within the College
of Pharmacy at Mercer University. Subsequently he relocated his research pro-
gram to the School of Medicine at LSU in 2020.
