Her efforts to ra ise the bar for career and technical
educat ion exper iences resul ted in her school  being recognized as one of  30
schools across the wor ld as a World Leading Learner .
Dr .  Spi l lers a lso served as the Career and Technical  Educat ion Supervisor for
Bossier Schools where she led efforts to bui ld workforce partnerships to
improve and expand career and technical  educat ion programs across the
distr ict .  She has been the recip ient of  the Rayma Harchar Outstanding Research
Paper award,  and her work was publ ished in the journal ,  Research Issues in
Contemporary Educat ion.
Dr .  Spi l lers received her Bachelor of  Science in Business Educat ion from the
Univers i ty of  Centra l  Oklahoma, a Master of  Educat ion in Educat ional
Leadership from Centenary Col lege,  and a Doctor of  Educat ion in Curr iculum
and Instruct ion from the Univers i ty of  Louis iana Monroe.
